DATA PROTECTION IN THE PUBLIC SECTOR

Effective direct marketing requires an organisation to manage personal data. This talk will cover practical advice about 
managing personal data for marketing purposes, with a spotlight on information found by searching the Internet. 

Michael will give practical advice on creating guidelines for CCTV usage and will look at various legal issues that arise 
in the use of those images.

John will examine the restrictions on transferring data to countries without an “adequate level of data protection” and 
he will provide a practical guide to the steps that can be put in place to facilitate lawful transfers.

Rob will describe how data protection applies in the workplace and will suggest compliance strategies. He will look at 
emerging cases and guidance on the right of access to employee data, staff monitoring and whistleblowing.

It has been estimated that in any given year 3 out of 4 organisations will suffer some kind of data breach. Whether 
large or small, it’s critical that the organisations respond appropriately. Andy Harbison will explain how the most 
common forms of data breach occur and will give practical advice for creating your breach management plan.

Billy Hawkes will give practical advice in key areas of data protection compliance, including data audits, staff training, 
and preparation for a data breach.

Often privacy and data protection issues remain the boardroom Cinderella. Fedelma will explore strategies to avoid 
having such issues become the Ugly Sister (e.g. when your organisation hits the headlines or gets fined for a serious 
breach). She will explore the opportunities to put privacy and data protection firmly on the strategic agenda in your 
organisation.

Martin will examine practical steps to ensure that records management procedures and practices meet data protection 
requirements. He will also examine added benefits of good records management in terms of cost savings and increased 
administrative efficiency. 

Colin Rooney will look at how the challenge of data protection compliance is being met within the public sector with 
specific emphasis on the overlapping roles of the DP and FOI compliance officers.
